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Tri-Straits-Smith Island Race-March 24

Tri-straits IT — Smith Island March 24, 2018. Last Saturday w ran the
Smith Island race that started and finished at the west end of Guemes
channel. The weather report was for 2-9 knots of wind according to
Wind Finder and 5-15 according to NOAA with some rain and maybe
some sun. Tidal currents were to be outgoing most of the day until
early evening. What we actually got was a bit of everything! Wind
from 0 to about 16 for a brief stretch close to Smith Island. The race
started at 0900 sharp and we were late for the start partly because the
winds were very light and there was outbound current. My concern
was that if we got drifted over early we never would have made it back
to the start line! So were off like a herd of turtles with Mac, Andy and
Jeff heading along the Burrows shoreline and we headed for the center
of the channel to ride the current elevator. As it turned out there was
not much current and once we got into the center of Rosario the wind
seriously shut off! Mirror flat water but a tiny bit of positive current.
After a while the wind filled in from the south and Jeff and Andy took
off going west and south. By the time the wind got back to us it be-
came a starboard tack favor so we stayed on Starboard until we were
pretty much one tack away from laying Smith Island. We tacked then
the wind came up to 12 — 16 knots so we got the rest of the way in a
hurry. That was the only really smart thing we did that day! But there’s
more! The mighty Wild Rumpus came around the island followed by
Off Constantly then us. Again we had a wind shift! Where they could
hoist their chutes just after clearing the island, by the time we got there
the apparent wind was at about 35 degrees off the bow and still around
13 knots so I elected to reach under the #1 until we were far enough
down the course that the wind strength lessened and the angle im-
proved wo that we were at about 40-45 degrees which worked out per-
fectly. On the way back we had again wind speeds from 0 to about 14
and it seemed like it would die out completely but by the time we got
close to the dreaded Burrows wind hole it filled in so that we actually
screamed down the course the last few miles and crossed the finish line
fully powered up and smoking! When all was said and done we came
in just behind Jeff on Off Constantly, Andy and Mac quit and the
Crealock Loa'a Nalu came in last but did finish within the allowed
time. All is all it was an absolutely glorious day on the water with
enough sun that we should have had sunscreen on and enough breeze
to finish. It was a technically difficult day to sail! Anyone can make a
sailboat go when the wind blows — not so easy when light and variable!
To those of you who stayed home you missed a really great day on the
water!!
